State Guarantees on the Equality of Rights between Men and Women - Bolivia
State Guarantees on the Equality of Rights between Men and Women 
Supreme Decree N° 24864 of October 10, 1997

Under this Decree, the State guarantees the equality of rights between men and women in the political, economic, social and cultural spheres as well as the incorporation of gender issues in the contents of public policies in order to achieve true equality. It also promotes specific actions in the following areas: 

a. Health: to develop integrated preventive health services for women guaranteeing quality of attention and equitable access.

b. Education: to guarantee the participation of women in the educational processes so that the educational system may offer at all levels equal opportunities of access and permanence for men and women.

c. Economic development: to strengthen the women's economic productive roles guaranteeing their access to and control of resources as well as access to employment and market in conditions of equality of opportunities and treatment with men. 

d. Political participation and citizenship: to promote a system of political rights thaqt guarantees the access of men and women to all levels of representation and the taking of decisions for the full exercise of civic rights.

e. Violence: to promote the improvement of the current regulations as well as the services to prevent, to punish and to eliminate violence in the family, in school and in work places.

f. Legal matters: to promote the legislative amendments and new legal initiatives to guarantee a national legal framework to overcome all types of discrimination against woman. 

g. Communication and culture: to mainstream gender matters at the national, departmental, local and sectorial levels. 
Law 1599 of October 18, 1994
This law approves and ratifies the Inter-American Convention to prevent, sanction and to eradicate violence against women. Article 2 typifies sexual harassment in the work place as a form of violence. 
Law of Popular Participation
Law N° 1551 of April 20, 1994

Article 1 attempts to improve the quality of life of the Bolivian man and woman with a fairer distribution and better administration of public resources. It strengthens the political and financial instruments in order to improve representative democracy by facilitating community participation and guaranteeing equality in the levels of representation of men and women. 

Law of Municipalities 
Law N° 1402 of October 19, 1999 

Article 8 establishes a number of bodies including the Integrated Legal Services for the Protection of the Family, the Woman and the Third Age. Article 14 incorporates gender equality in the design, definition and execution of municipal policies, plans, programmes and projects. 

At the municipal level, based on the Law of Popular Participation, it incorporates the Municipal Programme on Women which was formulated as a proposal to institutionalize gender equality at the local level.
